Regular Monthly Meeting

The regular monthly meeting of the Torch Lake Township Board was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Supervisor, Cadwell.  
The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll call:  Moore, Sapino, Cadwell and Isola present. Ambuehl absent.  
A motion by Isola and a second was made by Moore to approve the agenda as presented. All in favor, motion carried.
A motion by Sapino and second by Moore was made to approve the minutes from the January 16, 2019 meeting, with no additions or corrections.  All in favor, motion carried.

Correspondence:  

A letter from Charter dated January 21, 2019 stated that there will be a Broadcast TV increase in surcharge from $9.95 to $11.99. Also, line up change Cleo TV is new in Digi Tier 1 Spectrum Silver HD, gold and silver. There will be a reduction in the price for the TMC subscription.

Motion by Isola and a second by Moore to approve the Metro Act Right of Way Permit Extension for Michigan Bell Telephone d/b/a AT&T.  All in favor, motion carried.
