Regular Monthly Meeting

Wednesday, October 16, 2019
The Regular Monthly Meeting of the Torch Lake Township Board was called to order by Supervisor Cadwell at 6:00 p.m.

Roll call: Cadwell, Ambuehl, Moore, Sapino, and Isola present.
The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion by Ambuehl and a second from Moore was made to approve the agenda with the addition of website added to Old Business.  All in favor, motion carried.

A motion by Moore and a second by Sapino was made to approve the minutes from September 18, 2019 meeting.  All in favor, motion carried.

Correspondence:

A letter was received from FEMA dated 9-23-19 stating that the Torch Lake Township was approved to
participate in the National Flood Insurance Program.  Residents can now apply for flood insurance with 

their agents.

A motion by Isola and was seconded by Moore to accept the correspondence and place it on file.  All in favor, motion carried.

A motion by Moore and a second by Ambuehl to approve the prepaid bills from the General Fund for $116956.28, from the Garbage Fund of $13910.85 and current bills from the General Fund of $7700.43, and a check to Wayne Henry for $40.00 from the Milfoil Special Assessment fund for monitoring expenses.
Roll call: Isola, yes: Cadwell, yes; Ambuehl, yes; Sapino, yes and Moore, yes. All in favor, motion carried.
Treasurer Moore reported the Milfoil account and Road Assessment were at .50% with Superior National Bank.  Motion by Isola and a second from Sapino to accept the Treasurer’s report as presented.  All in Favor, motion carried.

Refuse: The Mack garbage truck was sent to DePere for a complete check up and computer code updates.

              Kriete Trucking sent a man here to pick it up and bring it back.  
  Park:      Scott returned $96.00 in cans.
  Fire:    Hubbell Fire Department will be holding their haunted house on October 26th from 6 to 9 pm.  Chief

               Dessellier mentioned that the Department received 12 newer air packs donated by a downstate fire  

               Department.  They will have them inspected before putting them in the trucks.
Old Business: Quotes were received on piping and fittings to repair the hydrant lines.  ETNA bid

$15254.10 and UP Pipe bid $17777.86.  Work will not be able to be done this year but purchasing the pipe now will be cheaper in the long run. A motion was made by Ambuehl to purchase the pipe and accept ETNA’s bid of $15254.10 and the motion was seconded by Sapino.  Roll call: Ambuehl, yes; Cadwell, yes; Isola, yes; Sapino, yes and Moore, yes.  All in favor, motion carried.

Supervisor Cadwell is in the process of issuing letters to residents concerning blight. Before he sends them, he has sent the Township’s Blight Ordinance, which was drafted in 2008, to our Attorney to review and make sure everything is according to the current laws covering blight issues.

A motion was made by Isola and seconded by Moore to approve Supervisor Cadwell working with Opus in Hancock to build a Website for the Township.  Cost will be several thousand dollar with a $75.00 monthly maintenance fee. Roll call: Isola, yes; Cadwell, yes; Moore, yes; Sapino, yes and Ambuehl, yes.  All in favor,

motion carried.  
New Business:  A motion by Isola and a second by Moore to approve hiring Sarazin Logging to plow snow at the Bootjack Fire department for 2019 -2020 at $4300.00 which is $100.00 more than he charged last year. Roll call: Ambuehl, yes; Sapino, yes; Moore, yes; Isola, yes and Cadwell, yes.  All in favor, motion carried

Motion by Isola and a second by Moore to approve Supervisor Cadwell signing a 5 year contract with PLM

for Milfoil treatment by doing so keeping the costs down.  Roll call: Cadwell, yes; Isola, yes; Moore, yes; Sapino, yes; and Ambuehl, yes.  All in favor, motion carried.

Supervisor Cadwell commended Wayne Henry for all he has done on behalf of the Township regarding the

Milfoil treatments.

A motion was made by Cadwell and a second by Sapino to approve payment of the license for Milfoil Treatment for 2020.  Roll call: Sapino, yes; Isola, yes; Ambuehl, yes; Cadwell, yes; and Moore, yes.

A discussion regarding closing Precinct 2 polling place took place.  It was decided to wait until after the
March election to see if the Mail in voting makes a difference and less voters show up at the polls.

The 2013 Bootjack Fire Truck purchased from Welch Fire is having major pump issues due to poor workmanship on the pump station. A motion was made by Abmuehl and a second by Sapino to have the truck repaired correctly and documented by Pomasl of Antigo.  We will be pursuing our Attorney’s help in recovering the cost of these repairs

Public Comment: Sue Lewis, Hubbell resident mentioned how much Scott returning all the cans for the Park Fund is very much appreciated.

Sue also mentioned the garbage and blight at her neighbor Debbie Poisson’s and reported rat sightings.

Sue also asked about the hydrants and was pleased to hear they will be repaired next year.

Cindy Barth a Torch Lake Township resident, owns property in Torch Lake and Osceola Township.  She is requesting voters be kept in formed about elections in news letters and on websites.  She expressed disappointment in the lack of information on the August election of the Osceola Schools. She also suggested

the Clerk post hours on the website.
Ry Kochsiek requested the Township opt in for the Recreational Marihuana.

Kristin Lorti a Torch Lake resident pointed out that in the upper right hand corner of the tax bills denotes what school district you are in.
Paul Keskimaki from Big Traverse and a member of the TL Rd Assessment committee asked why there hasn’t been a road meeting yet and if any money was spent from the Road Assessment account.  Supervisor Cadwell explained that the newest member of the committee is contacting the other members and that no money from the Road account has been spent.

There being no further business, a motion was made by Moore and a second by Ambuehl to adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 6:41 p.m.
