Torch Lake Township

Regular Monthly Meeting

Hubbell Community Building
January 16, 2019
The regular monthly meeting of the Torch Lake Township Board was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Clerk Isola.  
The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll call:  Sapino, Moore, Ambuehl and Isola present. Cadwell absent.  
The meeting was turned over to Trustee Ambuehl so Clerk Isola could take the minutes.

A motion by Moore and a second by Sapino was made to approve the agenda as presented. All in favor, motion carried.
A motion by Sapino and second by Moore was made to approve the minutes from the December 19, 2018 meeting, with no additions or corrections.  All in favor, motion carried.

Correspondence:  A letter dated December 28, 2018 form the Michigan Dept. of State Police regarding flood damage assessment from the July 12 & 13, 2018 flooding. Funding is made available and is conditionally approved for $36167.50.

A letter received in December from the Department of Agriculture and Rural Development providing brochures about enrolling in Farmland Preservation.  A farmland owner may place a temporary restriction on their land with the State of Michigan.

A letter from Charter on January 3, 2019 will no longer provide WGN America Channel 9 and WGN  America HD channel 716 as their agreement with Tribune Channels has expired and will not be renewed.
A motion was made by Isola and a second by Moore to place the communication on file.  All in favor, motion carried.

A motion by Moore and a second by Sapino to approve payment of prepaid bills from the General Fund for $16758.23, prepaid bills from the Garbage Fund of $12393.22 and current  bills from the General Fund of $14204.68. Also, a check from Milfoil Special Assessment for $1000.00 to the State of Michigan for the 2019 permit fee.  Roll call: Moore, yes; Sapino, yes; and Isola and Ambuehl, yes.  All in favor, motion carried.

Treasurer Moore reported that two CDs the Hubbell Fire Department had with Superior National Bank have been cashed as of December 12, 2018 and used by the Fire Department to purchase new turnout gear.  
Also, CCISD requested a change for collecting their taxes but it was voted in December that we would collect their taxes as we have in the past.
A motion was made by Isola and a second by Ambuehl to accept the Treasurer’s report as read.  All in favor, motion carried.

Committee Reports:
Sewage:  None

Refuse:  None for Refuse.  Dumpster rates for the garbage fund will be reviewed.
Fire:  Jeremy requested ordering four more sets of turnout gear before the end of the fiscal year.  Also, the green fire truck #3 will be getting an estimate from Calumet Machine to modify the doors in the rear so equipment can be stored in the unit.

Jeremy also mentioned that the Township used to be paid a $5000.00 fee for hydrants from Peninsula Copper now owned by Koppers.  Koppers would like to resume the donation for the amout set by the Township. The Township will have to provide them an invoice.  
Parks: Scott returned cans for $72.80.
Old Business: None
New Business:   A motion by Moore and a second by Sapino to amend Elections account $500.00 and employee benefits $100.00. Roll call: Sapino, yes; Ambuehl, yes; Moore yes and Isola, yes.  All in favor, motion carried.
A motion by Isola and a second by Moore to establish a Company file for the Torch Lake Township Road Improvement millage assessment fund that passed in November.  All in favor, motion carried.

A motion by Isola and a second from Moore was made to reappoint David Piippo, Sandra Kemppainen and Robert O’Brien to the Board of Review for a two year term beginning 2019.  All in favor, motion carried.

 A motion by Sapino and a second by Moore to approve Board of Review members attending the MTA Board of Review training being held in Houghton, MI at the Magnusson Inn on February 5th, 2019.  Roll call: Ambuehl, yes; Isola, yes; Moore, yes and Sapino, yes.  All in favor, motion carried.
Public comment: Sue Lewis asked about the procedure for using the Community Building sometime this summer to have a party honoring the Hubbell Volunteer Fire Department for the outstanding job they did in 2018 handling the Father’s Day Flood.
Paul Keskimaki from 51122 S. Big Traverse Road stated that he would be interested in serving on the Road Committee that will be set up in the future.  He has concerns for his road and would like it brought up to a better standard which may help get better service from the Road Commission.

There being no further business, Sapino made a motion to adjourn and it was seconded by Moore.  Meeting adjourned at 6:22 p.m.
