Wednesday, April 17, 2019

The Regular Monthly Meeting of the Torch Lake Township Board was called to order by Supervisor Cadwell at 6:00 p.m.

Roll call: Cadwell, Ambuehl, Moore, Sapino, and Isola present.
The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion by Moore and a second from Sapino was made to approve the agenda with the addition of Louie’s Super Foods Assessment.  All in favor, motion carried.

A motion by Ambuehl and a second by Moore was made to approve the minutes from March 20, 2019 meeting.  All in favor, motion carried.

Correspondence:

Charter Letter dated April 12, 2019 announcing a new fitness channel.

Letter from Charter dated April 4, 2019 announcing a newly appointed Manager of State Government Affairs in Northern Michigan, Joan G. Movrich.
Letter from Western UP Planning and Development dated 3-28-19 inviting the Torch Lake Township to join the WUPPDR Commission.  Most of their funding is from units of Government.

Emails received from Tom Grimm from Little Traverse regarding flooding of the road and his driveway.  Correspondence with Kevin Harju of the Road Commission looking into plans to build up the road and discussing road work with Supervisor Cadwell.
A motion by Isola and was seconded by Moore to accept the correspondence and place it on file.  All in favor, motion carried.

A motion by Moore and a second by Ambuehl to approve the prepaid bills from the General Fund for $11693.08, from the Garbage Fund of $12223.74 and current bills from the General Fund of $15067.28, and a check to the Bootjack First Responders for $5000.00 from the General Fund.

Roll call: Sapino, yes; Ambuehl, yes, Isola, yes; Cadwell, yes and Moore, yes. All in favor, motion carried.
Treasurer Moore reported that this months report does not reflect all the balances that have been closed out for the current tax season and will be reflected in next months report.  Motion by Sapino and a second from Isola to accept the Treasurer’s report as presented.  All in Favor, motion carried.
Committees:  

   Sewage:    None

Refuse:  The Joint Refuse is currently dealing with road restrictions, using Schoolcraft’s pickup on the roads that cannot be used by the garbage truck.
Fire:  HVFD lost a former member of the Fire Department. Ed Beauchamp passed away early in April.   He had been a member for 48 years and served in many positions.

  Park:      Scott returned $95.00 and some change in cans.
Old Business: A presentation was made by Matt Torreano from MDNR regarding flooding incidents in Torch Lake Township on the MDNR trail.  He referred to upcoming plans for design and repairs to the recreational trails in Torch Lake, and other areas hit by the flooding.  This will be a 3 to 4 year process to complete repairs.  
A motion was made by Isola and a second by Moore to approve Township Participation in the Michigan Community Resolution and Intergovernmental Agreement to Manage Flood Plain Development for the National Flood Insurance Program.  All in favor, motion carried.

New Business:
Hubbell Fire Department received a quote on a 2019 Can Am Side by Side for $10421.00 from Houghton Powersports, to be used for rescue situations in areas they are not able to reach with the trucks.
Motion by Sapino and a second by Ambuehl to purchase the 2019 Can Am for $10421.00.  Roll call:

Cadwell, yes, Sapino, yes, Ambuehl, yes, Moore, yes and Isola, yes.  All in favor, motion carried.
A motion by Moore and a second by Isola to renew the Assessor’s contract with Mark Erhart Assessing for three years to April 30, 2022.  The contract will be for $39504.00 annually.  Roll call: Isola, yes, Cadwell, yes, Sapino, yes, Moore, yes and Ambuehl, yes.  All in favor, motion carried.

This summer Michigan American Water Company will be testing water for lead.  The state is requiring testing and has changed the levels of lead from 15 to 12 per million.

In 2018 Louie’s Super Foods contested the property value of their property.  In 2018 it was assessed at

$470,296.00 and in 2019 it was assessed at $374,724.00.  Erhart Assessing agrees with the new evaluation.

A motion was made by Cadwell and a second was made by Ambuehl to lower the 2018 Assessment to match the 2019 Assessment. Roll call: Moore, no; Sapino, yes; Ambuehl, yes, Cadwell, yes and Isola, yes.  One no vote and four yes votes.  Motion carried.
Public Comment:  Scott Sapino mentioned that a party is being planned to thank and honor the Hubbell Fire Department and their families for the job well done in handling the flooding in June and July 20188. The party will be May 4, 2019 from 1 to 4 pm at the Hubbell Community Building.  A rummage sale was held on April 17, 2019 that raised $918.00 to put on the party.  Planning committee members are Sue Lewis, JoAnn Pini, Dawn Sapino, Karen Sapino, Sue Mickus and Bobby DeRoche.

There being no further business, a motion was made by Ambuehl and a second was made by Sapino to adjourn. All in favor, motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 6:55 p.m.
