Regular Monthly Meeting

The Regular Monthly Meeting of the Torch Lake Township Board was called to order by Supervisor Cadwell at 6:00 p.m.

Roll call: Cadwell, Ambuehl, Moore, Sapino and Isola present.
The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion was made by Isola and a second by Ambuehl to approve the agenda as presented.  All in favor, motion carried.
A motion was made by Moore and a second by Sapino to approve the minutes from May 15, 2019 meeting.  All in favor, motion carried.

Correspondence:  A letter from Charter dated May 23, 2019 effective June 23, 2019. Spectrum will no longer provide a pro rata credit for services sold on a monthly basis prior to the end of the current bill month.
Houghton County MTA is presenting a legislation update with 38th District State Senator, Ed McBroom and from the 110th State Representative, Greg Markkinen on Friday, June 28th at 7 p.m. at the Franklin Township

A motion by Moore and a second by Sapino to approve the prepaid bills from the General Fund for $30580.29 from the Garbage Fund of $13718.46 and current bills from the General Fund of $14930.89, and a check to Wayne Henry from the Milfoil Assessment for $58.08 for postage. In addition, Clerk Isola requested approval to pay tournament fees for the Hubbell Fire Department to the Hubbell Fire Foundation and Bootjack Fire Department to the Bootjack Fire Foundation. Bootjack may be paid over two months.  Also, approved paying Paul Bylkas $375.00 for maintenance at the Bootjack Fire Hall.

Treasurer Moore reported two CDs for the Garbage account will renew June 25, 2019 and July 1, 2019 if not redeemed by the 10 day after maturity date.  Also, a $5.00 dormant fee for the TLT Hubbell Fire Protection, she will check to see if this was reversed.  She will also be requesting a rate increase of the interest on the Milfoil Assessment and Road Assessment accounts as they are high volume and low activity.  A motion by Isola and a second by Ambuehl to approve the Treasurer’s report as presented. All in favor, motion carried.

Olds Business: Applications were received from Paul Keskimaki of Big Traverse and Tim Colling from Rabbit Bay to be on the newly formed Road Committee.  Motion by Cadwell and a second by Moore to appoint Paul and Tim to that committee.  All in favor, motion carried.
New Business: Two foreclosed parcels in Torch Lake Township in Houghton County are available for the Township to purchase.  The Township has declined to exercise the right to purchase the two properties:
one at 26948 W 22nd St. Hubbell, and 32184 Keweenaw Pass, Lake Linden.  Parcels 31-014-336-002-18

and 31-014-432-010-00. A Motion by Cadwell, and a second by Sapino was made to decline the purchase of the two listed properties.  All in favor, motion carried.
A motion by Isola and a second by Moore was made to send UPSET West $2000.00.  Roll call: Cadwell, yes; Isola, yes; Moore, yes; Ambuehl, yes and Sapino, yes.  All in favor, motion carried.

The Board of Review is set for Tuesday, July 16th at 5 p.m. in Hubbell at the Community Building.

A motion by Isola and a second by Moore was made to authorize a donation of $200.00 to the Copper Ingot Post 4624 VFW, Tamarack City Fire Dept. and Hubbell Fire Department toward the 4th of July celebration.

A motion was made by Moore and seconded by Ambuehl to adopt the Ordinance Addressing Floodplain Management Provisions of the State Construction Code. Ordinance 2019-2.  All in favor, motion carried.

Public comment:  Paul Bylkas mentioned that Bootjack has new residents.  Steve Niemi and his wife purchased the property across from the old Bootjack Fire Hall.

Public Works Supervisor Isola asked about consideration to remove two trees from the lawn at the Community Building on Duncan Avenue as they are questionable.  He was advised to get an estimate.
