Regular Monthly Meeting

Jacobsville Community Center
Wednesday, July 17, 2019

The Regular Monthly Meeting of the Torch Lake Township Board was called to order by Supervisor Cadwell at 6:00 p.m.

The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll call:  Ambuehl, Cadwell, Sapino, Moore and Isola present.

A motion was made by Ambuehl and a second by Moore to approve the agenda with the addition of: Consider support for Grant application.  All in favor, motion carried.
A motion was made by Moore and a second by Sapino to approve the minutes from June 19, 2019 meeting.  All in favor, motion carried.

Correspondence:  A letter from Portage Health Foundation dated July 5, 2019 thanking the Township for the $2000.00 donation for UPSET West.  A motion by Isola and second by Ambuehl was made to place correspondence on file.  All in favor, motion carried.
A motion by Moore and a second by Sapino to approve the prepaid bills from the General Fund for $24165.71 from the Garbage Fund of $12959.59 and current bills from the General Fund of $13611.35, and a check to Wayne Henry from the Milfoil Assessment for $98.31 for postage and flyer printing. Also a check to Bootjack Bootjack Fire Foundation for 2018-2019 tournament fees for the Bootjack Fire Department.
Roll call:  Cadwell, yes; Sapino, yes; Ambuehl, yes; Isola, yes; and Moore, yes.  All in favor, motion carried

Treasurer Moore reported she is in the process of collecting summer taxes.  Motion by Isola and a second by Ambuehl to place the report on file.  All in favor, motion carried.
Committees:  

Sewage:  Routine meeting paying bills.
Refuse:   New Tires ordered and will be installed on the 18th of July on the Mack truck.  Estimated to be around $6000.00.
Fire:   None
Parks:  Portable toilet in the park by the boat launch needs to be replaced as the door does not lock.

Supervisor report: *Repairs were made to the road to entering White City park.    
                               *Big Traverse road, due to high water levels needs to have the

                                 road bed raised.  However, the bridge needs to be replaced

                                 before the road can be fixed.  This is scheduled to be replaced

                                 in 2021 according to Kevin Harju.    

                               *Hendrickson road also is in need of repair.  100 yards or so in

                                 poor condition.  Kevin Harju is working with FEMA for funds

                                 to repair flood damage.

                              *Traverse Engineering is putting together some specs to repair 

                                Hubbell Park as a result of the Father’s Day flood.  We should

                                have specs for this in August.

Old Business:

Update on FEMA.  $146,000.00 was spent to remove debris as a result of the flooding last July.  We should be receiving 25% from the State and the balance from FEMA covering the entire amount.
FEMA will also be paying for the storm drains and the county will be street paving in Hubbell sometime next year according to Kevin Harju.

A motion was made by Ambuehl and a second by Sapino to rerun and ad for the 2007 Chev. DPW truck with a minimum bid of $4000.00 in the Daily Mining Gazette.  Roll call: Sapino, yes; Ambuehl, yes; Isola, yes; Moore, yes and Cadwell, yes.  All in favor, motion carried.

A motion by Moore and a second by Isola was made to approve ETF (electronic fund transfers) of approximately $219.00 a year from Google for a business email account and EFT from QuickBooks Intuit for $2.00 per payroll check monthly. Roll call: Ambuehl, yes; Isola, yes; Moore, yes; Cadwell, yes and Sapino, yes.  All in favor, motion carried.

New Business:
Supervisor Cadwell will be getting a quote from Industrial Graphics for ideas and pricing for 
a sign to read Bootjack Community Center, for the old fire hall.
Supervisor Cadwell will be requesting bids for the DPW Garage ceiling (Pole Barn) to be insulated.

Evan McDonald is working with The Keweenaw Resiliency Task Force that came together with last

year’s floods to help develop alternative approaches for storm water management and flood mitigation.

The Task Force is submitting a proposal to the National Coastal Resiliency Fund to study and evaluate

Torch Lake communities.  There will be no financial obligation on the part of Torch Lake Township and 
would be recognized as a community partner that supports this effort with a letter of support.

A motion by Cadwell and a second by Ambuehl was made to send a letter in support of the Grant 

Application.  All in favor, motion carried.

Public comment: Paul Bylkas asked if the bridge in Little Traverse being replaced.  The Board has

no knowledge of this.

Elsa Mugford was pleased with the White City Park road repair and was also glad to hear that there is

a Road Committee formed.  She provided maps showing roads in Jacobsville that were fixed in 2006.

Michael Lockhead expressed concerns about White City Park being policed on Mondays.  Requesting

a change of days from Monday to Friday, Saturday or Sunday when there is more activity at the park.  

He also, asked if 10 p.m. curfew could be enforced.  Suggestions were made about trying to form a White City Group to help with issues that come up.  Also, signage with specifics for the park will be looked into.
John Huuki, a Hubbell resident expressed a complaint about a neighbor putting up a fence that is an 

eyesore made of pallets and also discussed getting something to control the dust issue on 12th street.

Supervisor Cadwell stated that the Senior Citizen Center in Hubbell has been sold and will become

a laundromat.

There being no further business a motion was made by Sapino and a second by Ambuehl to adjourn the meeting. All in favor, motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 6:50 p.m.
