The Regular Monthly Meeting of the Torch Lake Township Board was called to order by Supervisor Cadwell at 6:00 p.m.

The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Paul Keskimaki, a member of the new Road Committee was inquiring about when the first meeting 

would be for the committee.
